International Baccawhat? That was my first thought when | first heard the news. Our
school is going to join the International Baccalaureate Organization. The IBO isanon-
profit foundation, which offers education programs from primary - high school
everywhere in the world. Graduates with an IBO diplomawill have an internationally
recognized standard of education that will be accepted by almost every university in the
world. Here's a primer on the advantages and disadvantages:
- The Diploma Program is two years long and prepares students in grades 11 and

12 for university.

Once entered into this program, students can transfer from our school into any 1B

school in the world.

To graduate from a IB program, a student has to write an essay of 4000 words on

atopic of their choice, study six academic subjects including one second

language, study the Theory of Knowledge (atype of philosophy course) and have

spent at least 150 hoursin extracurricular activities to fulfill the Creativity,

Action and Service section.

There are relatively few schools in the Maritimes that offer an IBO program

compared to other provinces in Canada. When our school adopts the program, we

will be the fifth in the province to do so, after Halifax Grammar, King's Edgehill,

Park View Education Centre, and Sydney Academy. There are 1597 schoolsin

122 countries that offer IB programs.

Students of the IB program might be done with high school by May, after final

examinations, if they have no other non- IB program courses.

The program is very fluid — students can take any combo of 1B and non-I1B

courses based on their interests

The IB program will take afew yearsto initiate, so it will probably only be this

year's ninth graders that will be able to enrol.

One of the newer movies on the
shelves this month is Stealth. Stealth is an
action movie based around three main
characters. The three stars are fighter
pilots who have just been given a new
partner. Their new partner is a highly
advanced artificial intelligence fighter jet
caled EDI. EDI is supposedly capable of
100% proficiency in missions, being an
artificial intelligence. But the plot takes a
crazy twist when the perfect machine
turns on his human allies. If this plot is
sounding familiar to you, you've probably
seen Stanley Kubrick’s “2001: A Space
Odyssey”. Not only is it similar to 2001,(
only not in space) but the voice for EDI is
amost exactly like that of HAL 9000
from 2001. Aside from a repetitious HAL,
the movie actually has no defined plot.
From the start you'll be anticipating a 90
minute movie about a robot plane that
starts killing people. Instead you get a
121 minute movie about a plane that goes
crazy, and kills off a main character
within 40 minutes, then shoots down

the prospect of their beloved town being
saved. Although this visit bears great
significance for Gullen, because Clara is
a former citizen, it is particularly special
for shopkeeper Anton Schill (Marty
Alpert) who had, in his youth, been
Clara® lover.

Waving aside all
Foreign Policy the U S planes deal with
the Russians easily. After they help each
other, there is a long-winded scene
involving both of them escaping an
Alaskan air base. Upon escape they decide
to save the downed pilot, which is Josh
Lucas s love interest for the movie, played
by the ever-talented Jessica Biel, (EDI is
gtarting to have feelings towards the
humans because al machines have
feelings). Also a heavy portion of the
movie is dedicated to Sam Shepard's
character that is the person who pushed to
have the plane combat ready. He ends up
blowing his brains out when he is to be
court marshalled. Sam Shepard has starred
in movies such as “All the Pretty Horses”
, “ The Right stuff” and “Black Hawk
Down” and now has decided to “up the
ante” with amovie like Stealth. Apart

It was versatile
and required no stretch of the
imagination, whether the characters were
at Schill®general store, the great barn, or
in the forest.

CD Review:
Extraordinary
Machine

With the debut of Tidal in 1996, 18 year-
old Fiona Apple held the New York City
rock scene in the pam of her talented
litle hand. Surviving a whirlwind of
media scrutiny after her incoherent babble
of an acceptance speech on MTV in ‘97,
she went on to release her second record,
When the Pawn, in 1999, which, though
well-received by critics, was generally
misunderstood by those with more

mainstream tastes.
Apple's third album,
Extraordinary Machine, was released

(officialy) in early October, teeming with
the brooding style that made “Paper Bag”
and “Crimina” essentia play-it-again
tunes of the past six years. Fionds
playful instrumentation carries her beyond
the genre of piano-playing females into a
world where clarinets jazzify inner
harmonies and trombones resonate on
awkward bass lines.

The title track is delightfully
unrefined, an anthem speckled with
cowbell shots through which Fiona sings
“be kind to me, or treat me mean—I’l|
make the most of it, 1@ an extraordinary
machine.” “Tymps’ testifies to her ability
as a melodist, while “Oh Wadell”
demonstrates her lyrica  skill  and
signature ato.

Apple's latest is substantially
more focused than her previous releases,
but the fervent vocals that made her a teen
icon remain angst-ridden, which is
precisely why she strikes gold this time
around. Extraordinary Machine is the
work of a more highly-evolved musician
whose ardent lyricism and bluesy
orchestrations void any media blasts that
have come against her celebrity.

On Tuesday night, a brass quintet (a.k.a
two trumpets, a trombone, a French horn,
and a tuba...... and obvioudly the people
who play them) caled Foothills Brass
came to Antigonish with a very nice
program of Christmas-y pieces and some
not-so-Christmas-y ones too! They had
very  engaging  persondities  and
introduced themselves as well as their
music with humor and without being too
tacky...
One first notices the all-time standards of
Christmas music like joy to the world and
a medley of various Christmas songs
(silent night, god rest ye merry gentlemen,
etc...) and even some sing-alongs, like Oh
come all ye faithful and Hark! The Herald
angels sing! There were aso more
contemporary works that have become
classics aready like Have yoursef a
merry little  Christmas and Leroy
Anderson’s legendary Seigh ride. And
from the sands of time emerged carols of
Christmas' past, like Riu Riu Chiu, a
vigorous song from the Spanish
renaissance, and a Huron Carol, a
beautiful piece that the French pioneers
taught to the Huron natives in the XV11™
century to celebrate Christmas.
Foothills brass also included many other
great numbers. Those were not only
compositions for brass, but aso
arrangements. The broad spectrum of
styles spread from the lush sonorities of
Percy Grainger's | wonder as | wander to
a semi-gospel, semi-Dixieland rendition
of amazing grace to Aaron Copland's
Rodeo. Though for me, the high point of
the evening was Arthur Pryor’s Fantastic
Polka, featuring the trombone. Just
without mentioning the fact | nearly got
hit by the instrument's dide on three
different accounts (I was sitting in the first
row), I'll tell you that this trombonist had
a technique like | have never seen in my
life! Octaves, arpeggios, scales glissandi,
thrilling trills (with the slide of course),
and even chordsl This man realy
deserved the thunderous ovation the
audience gave him!
All in al, the warmth of the brass
instruments tone and the great stage
presence of the performers made Tuesday
night go by in a flash. Though the next
official performing arts concert is in
January, there are a whole lot of musical

and cultural events coming up. The St. F.
X. concert choir is performing December
6" in Immaculata hall at 8pm and you
might also want to keep your eyes peeled
for the Dr. J. H. Gillis band Christmas
concert (no date settled yet).

The holiday season is coming. Those of
you who are acquainted with the gaming
market know too well that these months
are the time of the year that new titles are
at their ripest, appearing in the local Wal
Mart and Superstore like fruit flies on
leftovers not refrigerated. Here® a title
that® worth your while: (And the arm and
aleg it costs to actually buy a new game!)
Soul Calibur 3. It®the way to go, if youge
looking for a game that® worth its weight
in sat. (And money out of your wallet!)

SC3 focuses on the ongoing tales of the
two legendary mystical blades Soul
Calibur and Soul Edge, and the
intertwined destinies of all the playable
characters in pursuit of them. Did |
mention all the playable characters of the
game? SC3 includes the cast of the old
game, and went the extra mile and
introduced new characters, like the outcast
Setsuka, death-crazed Zalsalamel, and
crazy hula-hoop-of -pain- wielding
psychopath, Tira. And that® only icing on
the "revisionist history game" cake. Along
with a host of new characters and
weapons for the player to unlock, the kind
folks at Namco added a custom character-
building system, in which the player has
freedom to make his or her own
functioning character. Now you can make
your own fiendish or uh, righteous

creation and beat the #%*& out of anyone
who is brave enough to challenge you!
Like Soul Calibur 2 and 1, SC3 has a
variety of fighting styles and weapon
types exclusive and unique to each
character ensuring that each has their own
distinct control and "feel".
SC3 has a variety of play modes, in
case just duelling gets dull. Each main
character in the game has his or her own
variation of a "Tale of Souls' that the
player can embark upon. A game type
called "Soul Arena" is available for those
who like challenges a little more varied
than just hacking away at opponents until
their health bar is empty. Also, if you€e a
fan of strategy games, "Chronicles of the
Sword" mode is available for you, with it®
map-oriented gameplay.
When playing, | noticed the
environments like the characters, are a
good deal more varied and diverse than
SC3® predecessors. From the moat of a
German castle at the break of dawn, to a
posh Japanese manor amid cherry
blossom trees in the backdrop, the battle
stages are believable, if not impressive.
Generally, most of the visuals in the game
are well done. The graphics have been
smoothed out, and improved upon a great
deal, since the SC3® predecessor.
Sound in the game hasn®taken a great
leap, since the last title. The music is still
consistent with the sound of the older
game. Not that it®a bad thing. The music

and sound effects were at least up to par in
the previous game. Voices and dialogue
are, well, aright | suppose. (How
enthralling are you expecting the dialogue
of a 2-person fighter game to be?) 1® give
them points for an entertainment factor.
Namco did manage, through the
appearance and behaviour of each
individual character in the game, to give
them a persondity as distinct as their
fighting styles. You®e got the witty and
cunning Raphael dancing around his
opponents smugly scoffing at their
appearance and faults, whilst darting and
weaving around with his french rapier on
one end of the spectrum, and then you
have the 7- foot muscle- bound, dungeon
-dwelling Astaroth stomping around the
battle field, bluntly swinging around an
Axe that could probably cut a good deal
of firewood among other things,
bellowing threatening lines like "Suffer!”
or "Scream for me!"

Aside from a few minor imperfections,
Soul Calibur 3 is not too bad a waste of
$67.65. The game, itself is fun and easy to
get into. The graphics are eye-pleasing
and well done as far as standards go for
the PS2, and the different ways of playing
are a plus. If | were to rate the game, 1@
have to give it an 8.9 out of 10. Namco
made a legitimate effort not to cut corners
with this one.
