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Who was Nichola Goddard?

When Captain Nichola
Goddard died in Afghanistan on May
17", 2006, she was the first Canadian
woman to be killed in action
since the Second World War.
She was aso the first female
combat soldier killed on the
front lines. Capt. Goddard,
who was 26, was serving as a
forward observer, meaning
she helped to target the
artillery by observing where
the shells fell. On the 17" of
May, Canadian soldiers had
been called to support
Afghan troops fighting the
Taliban forcesin aregion 24
km west of Kandahar. While
the government of
Afghanistan caled the day a
success, it cost the life of
Capt. Goddard. Prime
Minister Stephen Harper
issued this statement: Capt.
Goddard, who was 26, was
serving as a forward
observer, meaning  she
helped to target the artillery
by observing where the
shellsfell.”

As many of you
may know, Nichola Goddard
was a student of Dr. JH
Gillis from grades 9-12. Mr. MacNeil,
who had her in his history classes in
grades 10 and 12, and aso knew her
through the debating team, got to know
Nichola. He said he was surprised when

Nichola showed interest in the military.
Nichola won a scholarship to the Royal

Military College and had enlisted right
out of high school. She was aways
interested in world issues, but she
seemed to be more interested the
humanitarian aspects than the military.
However, Goddard saw the military asa

way to bring peace, and facilitate the

digtribution of aid. She was redly
interested in Peacekeeping, and part of
that interest was sparked
by learning about the
Swedish ~ women in
peacekeeping. She wanted
to be in the Air Force, but
could not because she
lacked perfect vision.
Instead, she wused her
ability in mathematics and
trigonometry to join the
artillery.

In school,
Nichola was a great
person: she was vivacious,
extremely friendly, and
got along with everyone.
She was a listener, and she
participated in  many
different activities. She
was very good at debating,
she skied competitively,
she was involved in
drama, and she was great
for school spirit. She was
the head of SAGE in
1998, and she was aso a

member of Student
Council and the
multicultural  committee.

After she graduated in
1998, she returned to our school a few
times to tak to students about her
experiences at the Roya Military
College.

Nichola Goddard had many of
the qualities required for a soldier. She
was tough enough to put up with the
military life, and she
